II. Background of the College with Vision, Mission and Objectives
Khalsa College Amritsar is a historic institution of higher education situated in Northern India. It was 

established on 5th March, 1892 A.D, with the main objective to spread the benefits of modem education in 
Humanities, Agriculture, Science and Technology amongst the people of Punjab. During the past 127 years, Khalsa 
College has set new milestones, scaled new heights and influenced not only the destiny of the people of Punjab but 
also played its fore-ordained role in shaping the history of the nation.
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Khalsa College Amritsar is the first autonomous college of Guru Nanak Dev University. Amritsar. It was 
bestowed with the status of "College with Potential for Excellence" by UGC in ihe year 2006. The college was 
seieeted under “Star College Scheme" by the Department of Biotechnology. Government of India in March 2009. 
The college was also given grant under ’FIST Programme’ by the Department o f Science and Technology, 
Government of India in July 2009. The college was accredited with kA' Grade by NAAC during the first 
accreditation in 2003. The college also got A Grade in second cycle with 3.41 CGPA in 2011. The college has been 
reaccredited in 3rd cycle with A’ Grade (3.47 CGPA) in 2017.

The eco-friendly campus of the college covers an area of over 300 acres and provides the best 
infrastructure required for higher education. The college has 210 class rooms, 80 laboratories for UG and PG 
students, 17 ICT rooms, a spacious auditorium-cum-conference hall, 2 seminar halls equipped with audio visual 
facilities and a central library building. It has 5 boys’ hostels and 3 girls’ hostels which provide accommodation to 
992 resident students. The campus also has a Gurudwara Sahib, Gymnasium, Dispensary (with First Aid, Inpatient, 
Outpatient, Ambulance and Emergency Care Facility), 65 acres Agriculture Farm, Dairy Farm, 30 acres Student 
Farm in addition to Farmer Training Centre, Organic Vegetable Farm, Botanical Garden, Swimming Pool, Nursery, 
Fruit Orchid, Cricket Stadium, well maintained sprawling Play Grounds (Hockey, Football, Basketball and 400 
meters Athletics Track), Career Guidance Cell, Placement Cell, Student Activity Centre, Vocational Training 
Centre, Girls’ Common Room, branches of two banks with two ATMs and one e-Lobby for banking services. The 
college has one central library and 15 departmental libraries. The central library has a collection of about 1.96 
lakhs books.

Sikh History Research Department was started under the leadership o f Dr. Ganda Singh, a renowned Sikh 
historian and it developed into a Major Research Centre. It has a rich collection of documents related to history of 
Sikh religion and philosophy. It houses a reference library and a gallery of thousands of manuscripts, rare books, 
portraits and paintings of great historical significance and value. The museum has a collection o f 415 
Photographs/paintings, 601 manuscripts, 380 newspapers files (1904-1988). 90 newspapers clipping files and 35 
magazines. Out of 6,416 books in the Sikh History Research Department, more than 500 books are a century old. 
There are a large number of paintings, photographs and weapons of 17lh and 18,h century. Research scholars in the 
fields of Punjabi literature, Sikh history and Religious studies from India and abroad use the valuable information 
from the department. The management has completed the laudable work of digitalization of manuscripts, books 
and old data of the department.

At present, the college has 321 teaching staff on rolls, out of which 32 are Associate Professors, 130 are 
Ph.D., 40 M.PhiL, 151 PGs and the strength of non-teaching staff stands at 161 members. The student strength has 
considerably increased over the years from 3941 in 2012-13 to 6098 in 2018*19.

The college offers 4 M.Phil. courses, 26 P.G. courses, 22 U.G. courses. 3 P.G. Diplomas, 6 U.G. 
Diplomas, one certificate course and two Add on courses. The college has certificate course in Cutting, Stitching, 
Embroidery and Food Preservation for the poor and needy women free of cost and free classes for the 
underprivileged children as part of the Community Services Programme of the college.

It 
won overall general championship trophy in men section by securing 29368 points in Inter College/Inter 
University/National Tournaments.

The college adopts learner centric teaching methods. The academic growth of differently-abled students 
is also analysed and remedial/spccial classes for needy students and slow learners are arranged. Advanced 
learners are offered enrichment courses. The team of well qualified, experienced and devoted leathers 
refects the strength of the institution. At present, out o f 321 teachers, 130 are Ph D. and 40 are M.Phil. The

The college is following examination rules of the affiliated University regarding the 
moderation of results, reappear of odd/even semester and improvement in odd/even 
semester respectively. However the College has introduced following reforms for the 
benefits o f students.
1. A student is eligible to appear for the semester examination only if

a) H e/she has attended at least 75% (80%  in B .Sc. (H ons.) Agriculture) o f  the total 
number of lectures delivered in each theory and practical course separately.

b) If a course has both the theory and practical components, the student will be 
required to pass both the components, separately. However, if the student fails in 
theory, but is passing in practical of that course, he/she will be required to reappear 
in the theory paper only, and vice-versa.

• An Anomaly Committee comprising o f DAA, Registrar and OSD has been constituted 
to deal with problem regarding any complaint/anomaly in question paper reported by 
the students in their semester examination. The anomaly committee give its 
recommendations after taking expert opinions from concerned HOD/teacher and 
externial subject experts.

• System of 25% Internal Assessment has been introduced with effect from the Session 
2018-19.

• The college makes the provision for establishing special centre for students who 
participated in national/international events in sports/cultural activities during 
examination.

• For smooth and fair conduct of Examination, search and flying squads teams are 
constituted, jammers are installed in all examination centres, date sheets are framed 
keeping in mind a minimum gap of two days between two papers. The results are 
declared within a month times after the completion of examination. Results are 
unloaded on examination (www.kcaexamination.ora) and colleae website 
(www.khalsacolleae.edu.in)

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XIX. Observations of the Committee:
• Khalsa College, Amritsar affiliated with Guru Nanak Dev University (GNDU) was established in 1892 in 

a lush green 300 acres of land which is registered under the name of management.
• The college accredited with A Grade by NAAC thrice in 2003, 2011 and 2017. Last third cycle 

accredition resulted with 3.47 CGPA.
